Star magnolia trees thrive in the USDA planting zones 5 through 8. best in slightly acidic soil, so
it is always a good idea to get a soil sample before planting.

Magnolias prefer bright sun and will
flower less in shadier.

Most magnolias prefer neutral or acidic soil, rather than chalky earth.
But don't despair, if your ground is chalky there are several that will
happily grow in alkaline.
