Mountain laurels prefer well-drained acidic soil (below pH 6.5). Often
times the plants become chlorotic in alkaline soils because they cannot
absorb enough. After the winter/spring flowering shrubs like azaleas,
camellias, mountain laurel, spirea, weiglea, forsythia and flowering
quince finish flowering is the time.
